Indication Registry as endemic arts and the H.P. State
H andicrafts & Handloom Corporation is registered under the
H andloom Mark scheme.

For the hill folk of Himachal, agriculture is the main economic
activity followed by creation of traditional handlooms which are in
tandem with nature and ideas are given form from naturally available
material.
